1 3/8” Square punch

Window sheet 2 1/4” x 4 1/5”

Sticky Strip

Personal Paper Cutter with scoring blade

1. Cutyour 12 x 12 card stock into two 6 x 12 piec!
and use the Bag w/ Scallop die to cut two sets.
Wheel or stamp your pieces now taking care tha
any design goes in the correct direction. | am us
ing two colors of card stock for this tutorial to bet

ter show which piece I'm using!
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2. Using one of the long strips with a scallop end, /
measure 1 3/4” down from the score line under
scallop and score.

3. Skip the next score line and cut across the second
score line. (These are the two score lines that origi-
nally create the bottom of the box) This piece be-
comes the top of the box

4. Put sticky strip to the inside of the bottom score
lines of the scallop topped piece.
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5. Adhere this piece to the uncut full piece.
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6. Put sticky strip on the scallop of the full piece

7. Adhere the left over piece from step 3 to the scal-
lop circle.

8. Cut 1 3/4” off of this piece.

9. Measure 1 3/4” down from the top and 1/2” in
f rom each side (to the score line) on this piece.

10. Use your square punch to punch out this area.
(Line the side of the punch up with score line to start
punching.)

11. Adhere your window sheet over the opening.
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12. Put sticky strip on all 3 tabs on each side piece.

13. Adhere the pieces together.

14. Start by adhering the sides to the back of the box
and then adhere to the front.

15. Decorate and enjoy!
