Gift Bag Tutorial

Supplies

(2) sheets of 12 x 12 Designer Series Paper
(4) Jumbo Eyelets

Ribbon

Sticky Strip or other adhesive

2 1/2 x 4 1/2 piece of cardboard

1. Score each DSP at 2 1/2” on two opposite
ends (these are the sides of the bag.) Score
the other ends at 2” (this is the top) and 2
1/2 (this is the bottom.

2. Cut the flaps on the bottom up to the score
line. Scallop along the top if you'd like.

3. Ad your adhesive down the entire sides on
one piece of the DSP.

4. Adhere two sides togethadote—I did not 7%
cut the flaps away, just adhered them togethe
| found it made the bag stronger.

If you are turning the top piece to the out-
side—do it now. If you are turning it to the
inside, wait until the sides are together. To
adhere the other side of the bag, lay the bag
flat and fold the side with the adhesive over
on top of the other side.

Fold the bottom in and adhere. Add your
jumbo brads in the outside corners and run
your ribbon through them to make handles.
Now you can add belly bands, tags and
decorations.
