
Shaker Card 
 
Stamp Sets: 
Holiday Tag Team 
Season’s Greetings 
Classic Inks:  
Bashful Blue 
Basic Black 
Real Red 
Accessories: 
Sponge 
Blue Gingham Ribbon 
Foam tape 
Micro Beads 
Stampin’ Write Markers: 
Real Red 
Bashful Blue 
Only Orange 
Cardstock 
Bashful Blue – ½ sheet 
3” x 3” 
Whisper White – ½ sheet 
2 7/8” x 2 7/8” 
Real Red – 3 ¼” x 3 ¼” 
3 x 3” transparency 
 
 
To make the shaker box -Randomly stamp the 3 x 3 Bashful Blue 
square in Bashful Blue ink with the snowflake stamp from Holiday 
Tag Team.  The 1 3/8” square punch will punch a perfectly centered 
square in the 3 x 3 piece. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Using monoadhesive, adhere the transparency to the back of the Bashful 
Blue square. 
 
 
 
 



Still working on the back of the Bashful Blue square, use the 
foam tape to make a box around the square opening.  The edges 
of the foam need to meet exactly to insure that the micorbeads 
will not fall out of the shaker box.  DO NOT REMOVE THE 
BACKING FROM THE FOAM TAPE!  Fill the shaker box half 
way with microbeads and set aside. 
 
 
 
 
Stamp the Whisper White square with the snowman from 
Holiday Tag Team in Basic Black Ink.  Color with the markers. 
 
Remove the backing from the foam tape and apply the snowman 
piece face down onto the tape.  Make sure the piece is firmly 
applied.  Turn the square over and the snowman should be 
showing through the transparency window.  Attach the blue 
gingham ribbon to the shaker using scotch tape.  Add a tied piece 
of ribbon to the front to make a bow. Attach the shaker box to the 
piece of Real Red cardstock. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Tear the Whisper White cardstock about 2 inches from the top and 
sponge with Bashful Blue ink.  Stamp Happy Holidays from 
Season’s Greetings onto the bottom of the sponged piece. Adhere 
to the ½ sheet of Bashful Blue cardstock.  Adhere the shaker box 
to the front of the card. 
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
