Working With Chipboard

Adhesives —
To cover chipboard with Designer Series Paper

you can use several different adhesives. Glue
sticks are the easier to use! Apply the glue
stick to the back of the chipboard piece and

to the back of the paper.

Adhere the two pieces together — glue
side to glue side.

Use your bone folder to burnish the
paper on to the chipboard piece. (This
means “rub it really well until the
chipboard outline can be seen from
the front!”)

Other adhesives you can use are
ModgePodege — which you paint on with
a foam brush.




You can also use your Mono
Adhesive — just make sure you cover
the chipboard completely. If you

use Mono you'll only need to apply
it to the chipboard.

*Burnish the piece regardless of which adhesive
you choose.

To remove the excess Designer Series =

Paper, | recommend using a glass cutting & _ =75

mat and a hobby blade. It is important to e S

remember to move the chipboard piece + o,
when cutting instead of the blade. A

sharp blade makes this very easy.

To finish the edges after the paper has
been cut away, try a sanding block.
You can also use the sanding block

to remove small areas of Designer
Series Paper from the chipboard.




Once you have sanded the edges
you might want to try inking the
edges with either Classic or Craft
ink. This picture shows one piece
inked and one piece just sanded.

If you want to just use ink on your

chipboard, | recommend Craft Ink.

You can use Classic, but you won't get

the vibrant color that you'll get with

Craft ink. You can either “smoosh” your
chipboard onto your ink pad or swipe

the ink pad across the chipboard piece.

You will probably need more than one

coat — and you will need to set it aside to dry!

After the ink has been applied,

you can stamp on top of the chipboard
with a different Craft Ink to

create a design! In this picture the “m”
has been stamped and the “y” is left
plain.



Adhere the chipboard pieces to your project
with glue dots — mini or pop-up! Dimensionals
also work.
